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Legal Assistance and Representation

CAIR Coalition’s staff and volunteers regularly visit 

jails in Virginia and Maryland to provide assis-

tance to immigrants detained in these facilities by the 

Department of Homeland Security (DHS). We provide 

group legal orientations and conduct individual intakes 

to determine which detainees might be eligible for 

relief from deportation. We then work to secure pro 

bono attorneys for eligible detainees. The Asylum Office 

also notifies us when detained asylum seekers request 

representation for their credible fear interviews upon 

entry into the United States at local airports. 

In 2010, CAIR Coalition launched the program for 

Detained Immigrant Children to provide legal services 

to unaccompanied immigrant children detained at the 

Shenandoah Valley Juvenile Center in Staunton, Virginia. 

The program was subsequently expanded to include 

unaccompanied immigrant children held at the North-

ern Virginia Juvenile Detention Facility in Alexandria, 

Virginia. CAIR Coalition’s legal services for the children,  

ages 13 to 17, include “Know Your Rights” presentations, 

individual consultations and accompanying the children 

to their first court hearing. CAIR Coalition also works to 

secure pro bono representation for the children. 

Education and Training 

CAIR Coalition is committed to increasing the 

number of pro bono attorneys trained to represent 

detained immigrants  who seek asylum or another type 

of immigration relief. Each fall we partner with the 

District of Columbia Bar to provide training to attorneys 

who agree to take an asylum case after completing the 

course. CAIR Coalition staff offers frequent trainings 

at local law firms on issues related to detention and 

deportation. And, our staff provides intensive mentoring 

support to the attorneys with whom we place cases and 

serves as a resource for attorneys from other non-profit 

organizations and the private bar. CAIR Coalition also 

partners with other non-profit organizations to provide 

trainings for the local immigrant community.

Advocacy and Coalition Building

CAIR Coalition advocates for the rights of immigrants 

in collaboration with, and on behalf of, our  

Coalition partners. We participate in regular liaison 

meetings with representatives from DHS and the  

immigration court. CAIR Coalition also collaborates 

with national advocacy groups on issues relating  

to the enforcement of national detention standards. 

CAIR Coalition’s signature advocacy project involves 

defending the rights of detained immigrants with 

mental health issues. Our practice manual for im-

migration attorneys working with clients with mental 

illness is in use around the country. In addition, CAIR 

Coalition partners meet each month to identify areas 

of concern to the immigrant communities we serve 

and to strategize on how to respond.

CASE STUDY

Born in Honduras, Juan (name 
changed) was orphaned at the age 
of four when both his parents died 
of AIDS. When he was 11, Juan 
saw his brother murdered by gang 
members for refusing to join. 
Soon the gang started coming after 
Juan and he was forced to flee the 
country to save his life. Heading 
north, Juan rode the “death train,” 

a freight train on which many 
immigrants have died, either by 
falling off crowded roofs or at 
the hands of criminals. Detained 
upon entering the United States, 
he was placed in a succession of 
facilities until he finally ended up 
at the Shenandoah Valley Juvenile 
Center in Stanton, VA where CAIR 
Coalition staff met him. 

CAIR Coalition placed his case  
with a pro bono attorney who 
is helping Juan to get legal 
permanent residence in the  
United State through a special 
immigrant juvenile visa. 

Thanks to CAIR Coalition, Juan 
�nally has an advocate and the 
possibility of a future.
